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Chapter XII Dormitories (Article 73)
Supplementary Provisions

Chapter I General Provisions
(Purpose and Policies)

Article 1 (1) The University aims, based on the spirit of the Basic Act
on Education, to contribute to world peace and the welfare of
humankind as a center of academic culture, through providing the
University's students with broad knowledge, engaging in in-depth
and comprehensive research across the various fields of specialized
arts and science, bringing to completion the cultivation of character
and the creation of culture and thereby contributing to a democratic
and cultured state and society.

(2) Based on the purpose of the preceding paragraph, the University
shall prescribe and publish the policies for the University and the
schools as listed in the following items.

(1) Policies regarding graduation certification and degree
conferment

(ii) Policies regarding curriculum creation and implementation
(iii) Policies regarding admission of new students

(Schools and Departments)
Article 2 The University's schools and departments shall be as
follows:

School of Faculty of Humanities

Humanities:

School of Education: ~ Department of Human Developmental

School of Law: Department of Law and Political Science

School of Economics:  Department of Economics, Department of
Business Administration

School of Department of Natural Informatics,

Informatics: Department of Human and Social

of Physics, Department of Chemistry,
Department of Biological Science,
Department of Earth and Planetary
Sciences

School of Medicine: ~ Department of Medicine, Department of
Health Sciences

School of Department of Chemistry and

Science and Engineering, Department of
Materials Science and Engineering,
Department of Electrical Engineering,
Electronics, and Information Engineering,
Department of Mechanical and Aerospace
Engineering, Department of Energy

School of Department of Bioenvironmental Science,

Agricultural Department of Bioresource Science,

Sciences: Department of Applied Bioscience

(Courses, etc.)

Article 2-2 (1) Courses, etc. may be established at schools.

(2) The establishment of courses, etc. and other necessary matters
shall be prescribed separately.

(Graduate Schools)

Article 3 The University's graduate schools shall be prescribed by
separate rules.
(Enrollment Capacity)

Article 4 The enrollment capacity of each school shall be as
prescribed by the appended table.
(Minimum Duration of Studies)

Article 5 The minimum duration of studies in a school shall be four
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years; provided that the minimum duration of studies at the
Department of Medicine in the School of Medicine shall be six years.
(Maximum Duration of Enrollment)

Article 6 The maximum duration of enrollment in a school shall be
eight years; provided that the maximum duration of enrollment in
the Department of Medicine in the School of Medicine shall be 12
years.

(Academic Year)

Article 7 The academic year shall start on April 1 and end on March
31 of the following year.

(Semesters)

Article 8 The academic year shall be divided into the following two
semesters:

Spring semester: from April 1 to September 30; and
Fall semester: from October 1 to March 31 of the following year.
(School Holidays)
Article 9 (1) The University's school holidays (the days on which no
classes are offered) shall be as follows:

Sundays;

Saturdays;

holidays stipulated in the Act on National Holidays (Act No. 178 of
1948);

spring vacation: from April 1 to April 4;

summer vacation: from August 8 to September 30; and

winter vacation: from December 28 to January 7 of the following
year.

(2) Extra school holidays shall be prescribed by the President on a
case-by-case basis.

(3) Notwithstanding the provisions of Paragraph (1), classes may be
held on school holidays provided for in Paragraph (1) when itis
recognized as necessary for educational purposes.

Chapter Il Admissions, Enrollment in Schools and Departments,
Academic Advancement and Transfers between Schools or
Departments
(Time of Admission)

Article 10 (1) Students shall be admitted to schools at the start of the
academic year.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, a
school may admit a student even during an academic year, under
the provisions of the school, in accordance with semesters.
(Eligibility for Admission)

Article 11 The persons who are eligible to be admitted to the
University shall be persons who fall under any of the following
items:

(i) persons who have graduated from a high school or secondary
educational institution;

(ii) persons who have completed 12 years of regular schooling;

(iii) persons who have completed 12 years of schooling in a foreign
country or persons designated as having the equivalent by the
Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology;

(iv) persons who have completed a course of study atan overseas
educational institution that is recognized by the Minister of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology as being
equivalent to that of a Japanese high school;

(v) persons who have completed, on or after the day prescribed by
the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology,
a higher course of study at an advanced vocational school
designated separately by the Minister of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology (limited to those that meet the
criteria prescribed by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports,
Science and Technology, including that the minimum duration of
studies be atleast three years);

(vi) persons designated by the Minister of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology;

(vii) persons who have passed the Certificate for Students
Achieving the Proficiency Level of Upper Secondary School
Graduates conducted by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports,
Science and Technology under the Ordinance for the Certificate for
Students Achieving the Proficiency Level of Upper Secondary
School Graduates (Ordinance of the Ministry of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology No. 1 of 2005) (including persons
who passed the University Entrance Qualification Examination
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under the Rules on University Entrance Qualification Examination
(Ordinance of Ministry of Education No. 13 of 1951) before it was
abolished under Article 2 of the Supplementary Provisions of the
Certificate Ordinance); and

(viii) persons who are at least 18 years of age who are recognized
by the University through individual screening of eligibility for
admission as having scholastic ability equivalent to or higher than
that of high school graduates.

(Procedure for Submission of Admission Applications)

Article 12 Persons provided for in the preceding Article who apply
for admission to the University must submit an application for
admission with the application screening fee in Article 35 by the
specified deadline.

(Entrance Examinations)

Article 13 The President shall establish an Entrance Examination
Committee, conduct entrance examinations for the applicants in the
preceding Article and determine which candidates are successful.
(Admission to the University)

Article 14 The President shall admit to the University persons who
have passed the examination in the preceding Article and who have
completed the designated procedures, including paying the
enrollment fees in Article 36 and submitting a written guarantee
and a written pledge.

(Mid-course Entry to the Third Year in the School of Education)

Article 15 (1) Persons who fall under any of the following items and
apply for admission to the third year in the School of Education may
be admitted by the President after consideration by the school:

(i) persons who have been enrolled in a university for at least two
years who have acquired the designated credits;

(ii) persons to whom a bachelor's degree has been granted
pursuant to the provision of Article 104, Paragraph (7) of the
School Education Act (Act No. 26 of 1947; hereinafter referred to
as the "Act");

(iil) persons who have completed at least 14 years of schooling in a
foreign country (including periods of regular schooling in Japan);

(iv) persons who have graduated from a junior college or college of
technology;

(v) persons who have graduated from a junior college in a foreign
country or persons who have completed a course of study in Japan
atan educational institution positioned under the schooling
system of a foreign country as offering junior college programs
and designated separately by the Minister of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology (limited to persons prescribed in
Article 90, Paragraph (1) of the Act);

(vi) persons who have completed a specialized course of study at
an advanced vocational school under the provisions of Article 132
ofthe Act; and

(vii) persons who have completed an advanced course of study ata
high school under the provisions of Article 58-2 of the Act.

(2) The designated credits in Item (i) of the preceding paragraph
shall be determined by the relevant school.

(3) The minimum duration of studies, the maximum duration of
enrollment, and leaves of absence for persons admitted under the
provisions of Paragraph (1) shall be determined by the relevant
school.

(4) The provisions of Articles 12 and 14 shall apply with the
necessary changes to cases of admission under the provisions of
Paragraph (1).

(Mid-course Entry to the Third Year in the School of Economics)

Article 15-2 (1) Persons who fall under any of the following items
and apply for admission to the third year in the School of Economics
may be admitted by the President after consideration by the school:

(i) persons who have been enrolled in a university for at least two
years who have acquired the designated credits;

(ii) persons who have completed at least 14 years of schooling in a
foreign country (including periods of regular schooling in Japan);

(iii) persons who have graduated from a junior college or college of
technology;

(iv) persons who have graduated from a junior college in a foreign
country or persons who have completed a course of study in Japan
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system of a foreign country as offering junior college programs
and designated separately by the Minister of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology (limited to persons prescribed in
Article 90, Paragraph (1) of the Act);

(v) persons who have completed a specialized course of study at an
advanced vocational school under the provisions of Article 132 of
the Act;

(vi) persons who have completed an advanced course of study at a
high school under the provisions of Article 58-2 of the Act; and

(vii) persons who are eligible to be admitted to the third year of
university pursuant to the provisions of Article 7 of the
Supplementary Provisions of the Ordinance for Enforcement of
the School Education Act (Ordinance of the Ministry of Education
No.11 of 1947; hereinafter referred to as the "Enforcement
Ordinance").

(2) The designated credits in Item (i) of the preceding paragraph
shall be determined by the relevant school.

(3) The minimum duration of studies, the maximum duration of
enrollment, and leaves of absence for persons admitted under the
provisions of Paragraph (1) shall be determined by the relevant
school.

(4) The provisions of Articles 12 and 14 shall apply with the
necessary changes to cases of admission under the provisions of
Paragraph (1).

(Mid-course Entry to the Third Year in the School of Humanities, in
the School of Law, and in the School of Informatics)

Article 15-3 (1) Persons who fall under any of the following items
who apply for admission to the third year in the School of
Humanities, in the School of Law, or in the School of Informatics
may be admitted by the President after consideration by the
relevant school:

(i) persons who have been enrolled in a university for at least two
years who have acquired the designated credits;

(ii) persons to whom a bachelor's degree has been granted under
the provisions of Article 104, Paragraph (7) of the Act;

(iil) persons who have completed at least 14 years of schooling in a
foreign country (including periods of regular schooling in Japan);

(iv) persons who have graduated from a junior college or college of
technology;

(v) persons who have graduated from a junior college in a foreign
country or persons who have completed a course of study
program in Japan at an educational institution positioned under
the schooling system of a foreign country as offering junior college
programs and designated separately by the Minister of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (limited to persons
prescribed in Article 90, Paragraph (1) of the Act);

(vi) persons who have completed a specialized course of study at
an advanced vocational school under the provisions of Article 132
of the Act;

(vii) persons who have completed an advanced course of study ata
high school under the provisions of Article 58-2 of the Act; and

(viii) persons who are eligible to be admitted to the third year of
university pursuant to the provisions of Article 7 of the
Supplementary Provisions of the Enforcement Ordinance.

(2) The designated credits in Item (i) of the preceding paragraph
shall be determined by the relevant school.

(3) The minimum duration of studies, the maximum duration of
enrollment, and leaves of absence for persons admitted under the
provisions of Paragraph (1) shall be determined by the relevant
school.

(4) The provisions of Articles 12 and 14 shall apply with the
necessary changes to cases of admission under the provisions of
Paragraph (1).

(Mid-course Entry to the Second Year in the Department of
Medicine, School of Medicine)

Article 15-4 (1) Persons who fall under any of the following items
who apply for admission to the second year in the Department of
Medicine in the School of Medicine may be admitted by the
President after consideration by the School of Medicine:

(i) persons who have graduated from a university with a minimum
duration of studies of four years (excluding the Department of
Medicine in the School of Medicine) ;

(ii) persons to whom a bachelor's degree (outside of medicine) has
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been granted under the provisions of Article 104, Paragraph (7) of
the Act; and

(iii) persons who have completed 16 years of schooling overseas
(excluding any medical schooling, and including periods of regular
schooling in Japan) (including those who have completed 15 years
of schooling and have been recognized by the University as having
obtained a degree considered to be equivalent to a bachelor's
degree awarded by the University).

(2) The minimum duration of studies, maximum duration of
enrollment, and leaves of absence for persons admitted under the
provisions of the preceding paragraph shall be determined by the
School of Medicine.

(3) The provisions of Articles 12 and 14 shall apply with the
necessary changes to cases of admission under the provisions of
Paragraph (1).

(Mid-course Entry to the Second Year in the School of Engineering)

Article 15-5 (1) Persons who have completed 13 years of schooling
in a foreign country or the equivalent who apply for admission to
the second year of the School of Engineering may be admitted by
the President after consideration by the School of Engineering,

(2) The minimum duration of studies, maximum duration of
enrollment, and leaves of absence for persons admitted under the
provisions of the preceding paragraph shall be determined by the
School of Engineering.

(3) The provisions of Articles 12 and 14 shall apply with the
necessary changes to cases of admission under the provisions of
Paragraph (1).

(Readmission, Transfers and Mid-course Entry)

Article 16 (1) Persons who fall under any of the following items may
be admitted by the President after consideration by the school to
which they apply if the number of students enrolled is less than the
enrollment capacity:

(i) persons who withdraw from the University under the
provisions of Article 29 and apply for readmission to the same
school;

(ii) persons who have been enrolled in another university for at
least two years and have acquired the designated credits, or
persons who have been enrolled in a course of study in Japan at an
educational institution positioned under the schooling system of a
foreign country as offering university or junior college programs
and designated separately by the Minister of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology (limited to persons prescribed in
Article 90, Paragraph (1) of the Act), who, with the permission of
the president or dean of that university or junior college, apply for
transfer to a school of the same kind at the University; and

(iii) persons who have graduated from a university, persons who
have been enrolled in a university for at least two years who have
acquired the designated credits, or persons who are eligible to be
admitted to the third year of a university pursuant to the
provisions of Article 7 of the Supplementary Provisions of the
Enforcement Ordinance who apply for admission to the
University.

(2) The designated credits in items (ii) and (iii) of the preceding
paragraph shall be determined by the school to which the person
applies.

(3) Persons who have graduated from a college of technology and
who apply for admission to a school may be admitted by the
President after consideration by the school to which they apply.

(4) Persons who have completed a specialized course of study at an
advanced vocational school under the provisions of Article 132 of
the Act and who apply for admission to a school may be admitted
by the President after consideration by the school to which they
apply.

(5) Persons who have completed an advanced course of study ata
high school under the provisions of Article 58-2 of the Act and who
apply for admission to a school may be admitted by the President
after consideration by the school to which they apply.

(6) The minimum duration of studies, maximum duration of
enrollment, and leaves of absence for persons admitted under the
provisions of Paragraphs (1), (3), (4) and the preceding paragraph
shall be determined by the relevant school.

(7) The provisions of Articles 12 and 14 shall apply with the
necessary changes to cases of admission under the provisions of
Paragraphs (1), (3), (4) and (5).
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(Enrollment in Schools and Departments)

Article 17 (1) Persons who are admitted to the University shall be
enrolled in a school.

(2) The department in which a student is enrolled shall be
determined by the school to which the student applies.

(Academic Advancement)

Article 17-2 The standards for students to advance to higher years,
the maximum period for which students may be enrolled in the
same year and other relevant matters may be prescribed by
schools.

(Transfers between Schools or Departments)

Article 18 (1) Ifa student wishes to transfer between schools within
the university, the transfer may be permitted by the dean through
discussion by the faculty councils of the school in which the student
is currently enrolled and of the school to which the student wishes
to be transferred.

(2) Ifastudent wishes to transfer between departments within a
school, the transfer may be permitted by the dean through
discussion by the faculty council of the school in which the student
is currently enrolled.

Chapter III Curricula, Classes and Study Abroad
(Curricula, Classes, Assessment of Academic Achievement)

Article 19 (1) Curricula shall be comprised of courses offered in
accordance with the following course categories:

(1) Courses in Specialized Fields
(A) Specialized Courses
(B) Related Specialized Courses
(C) Basic Specialized Courses
(if) Common Basic Courses
(A)  Introduction to Skills for Academic Success
(B) First Year Seminars
© Language and Culture Courses
i) English
ii) Second Foreign Languages
iii) Japanese
(D) Health and Sports Science Courses
i) Lectures
ii) Practicums
(E) DataScience Courses
(F)  Entrepreneurship Courses
(iii) Liberal Arts Courses
(A)  Global Liberal Arts Courses
(B) Contemporary Liberal Arts Courses
i) Humanities and Social Sciences
ii) Natural Sciences
iii) Interdisciplinary/Integrated Arts and Sciences
(C©)  Problem/Project-Based Learning Seminar
(iv) Basics Courses for Specialized Fields
(A) Basic Courses in Humanities and Social Sciences
(B) Basic Courses in Natural Sciences

(2) Classes shall be carried out using various methods including
lectures, seminars, experiments, practica or practical training and
combinations of these methods.

(3) The University may have students take the classes in the
preceding paragraph at places other than the classrooms where the
classes are conducted, through the high-level use of a variety of
media.

(4) The University may have students take the classes in Paragraph
(2) in foreign countries. The same shall apply where, under the
provisions of the preceding paragraph, the University has students
take classes at places other than the classrooms where the classes
are conducted, through the high-level use of a variety of media.

(5) The Schools may, in order to have students take courses thatare
appropriate for each year of study, prescribe a maximum number of
credits required to be acquired for graduation that students can
register to take in an academic year or a semester.

(6) The School may allow a student who has acquired designated
credits with an excellent academic record, as prescribed by the
schools, to register for courses in excess of the maximum prescribed
in the preceding paragraph.

(7) Matters including curricula, classes, and the assessment of
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academic achievement shall be governed by separate rules in
addition to the Nagoya University Rules on Liberal Arts and
Sciences (Rule No. 115 of 2004, hereinafter referred to as the
"Liberal Arts Rules™), the Rules on Grade Evaluation and the GPA
System at Nagoya University (Rule No. 68 of 2019), and the school
rules.
(Clearly Indicate the Plan for Classes, etc.)

Article 19-2  The Schools and the Institute of Liberal Arts and
Sciences shall clearly indicate the methods and content of classes, as
well as the one-year plan for classes to students in advance.

(Clarification of Academic Achievement Assessment Standards)
Article 19-3(1) In order to ensure objectivity and rigorousness when
assessing academic achievements and dissertations and certifying
program completion, the Schools shall clearly indicate the
standards to students in advance and act appropriately in

accordance with those standards.

(2) In order to ensure objectivity and rigorousness when assessing
academic achievements, the Institute of Liberal Arts and Sciences
shall clearly indicate the standards to students in advance and act
appropriately in accordance with those standards.

(Organizational Training to Improve Educational Content)

Article 19-4 The Schools and the Institute of Liberal Arts and Sciences
shall conduct organizational training and research to improve the
methods and content of their classes.

(Credits)

Article 20 (1) The University shall grant credits, after an examination,
to students who have completed a course.

(2) The standards for the calculation of the number of credits for
each course shall be governed by separate rules in addition to the
Liberal Arts Rules and the school rules.

(3) Credits acquired by the methods prescribed in the provisions of
Paragraphs (3) and (4) of Article 19 may be recognized as credits
required for graduation, to an extent not exceeding 60 credits;
provided that for schools that require in excess of 124 credits (or
188 credits for the Department of Medicine in the School of
Medicine) as a graduation requirement, the number of credits in
excess of that number may be recognized in addition to the 60
credits.

(Credits Acquired Before Admission)

Article 21 (1) The University may recognize credits (including
credits acquired as a credited auditor) that a person newly
admitted to the first year in the University has acquired by
completing courses at another university, including a foreign
university or junior college before being admitted to the University,
as credits acquired at the University, where it is regarded as
effective from an educational standpoint.

(2) The University may deem studies that a newly admitted student
has completed before being admitted to the University that have
been designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports,
Science and Technology or is prescribed in Article 23-2, Paragraph
(1) to be the completion of a course at the University and grant
credits, where it is regarded as effective from an educational
standpoint.

(3) The total number of credits that the University may recognize as
having been acquired or grant, under the preceding two
paragraphs, shall not exceed a total of 60 credits, excluding credits
acquired at the University (including credits acquired at the
University as a credited auditor).

(4) The University may recognize, as credits acquired at the
University, some or all of the credits that a person admitted to the
University through mid-course entry, readmission or transfer
pursuant to the provisions of Articles 15 through 16 has acquired
before admission, where it is regarded as effective from an
educational standpoint.

(5) The University may deem studies that a student who has been
granted a transfer or readmission in accordance with the
regulations stipulated in Articles 15 and 16 has completed before
being admitted to the University that have been designated by the
Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology or is
prescribed in Article 23-2, Paragraph (1) to be the completion of a
course at the University and grant credits, where it is regarded as
effective from an educational standpoint.

(6) The handling of the credits acquired before admission as
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stipulated in Paragraph (1) and Paragraph (4), and the credits that
may be granted under Paragraph (2) and the preceding paragraph
shall be determined by schools or a similar body.

(Calculation of Minimum Duration of Studies for Persons Who
Acquired Certain Credits prior to Admission)

Article 21-2 (1) The University may, when a person other than a
student of the University acquires certain credits from the
University as a credited auditor and is admitted to the University,
include the acquisition of those credits into the calculation of the
minimum duration of studies at the University, giving consideration
to the number of credits acquired, the period required to acquire
the credits and other matters regarded as necessary, if the person is
deemed to have studied a portion of the University's curriculum
through acquiring the credits (limited to where the courses are
found to have been completed systematically and an educational
effect equivalent to that seen in regular students is found to have
been achieved); provided that the period included may not exceed
half the minimum duration of studies at the University.

(2) The inclusion of periods in the minimum duration of studies
under the proviso to the preceding paragraph shall be prescribed
by schools.

(Taking Courses at Other Schools)

Article 22 Students may take courses at other schools. In this case,
the students must obtain the permission of the deans of the other
schools through the deans of their schools.

(Taking Courses at Other Universities)

Article 23 (1) Students may, with the permission of the dean of their
school, take courses at other universities and acquire credits for
those courses.

(2) In cases under the preceding paragraph, the dean of the school
shall consult with the other university in advance regarding
necessary matters, and shall grant permission through discussion
by the faculty council.

(3) The University may recognize credits acquired for courses taken
under the provisions of Paragraph (1) as courses acquired at the
University, to an extent not exceeding 60 credits in total when
combined with credits that may be recognized as having been
acquired, or may be granted, under Article 21, Paragraph (3).

(4) The preceding two paragraphs shall apply with the necessary
changes where a student takes courses that are offered by a foreign
university by distance education in Japan.

(Results of Proficiency Tests)

Article 23-2 (1) The University may deem the results of a studentina
separately prescribed proficiency test as the completion of a course
atthe University and grant credits, when it is regarded as effective
from an educational standpoint.

(2) The number of credits that may be granted under the preceding
paragraph shall not exceed 60 in total when combined with credits
that may be recognized as having been acquired, or may be granted,
under Article 21, Paragraph (3) and Paragraph (3) of the preceding
Article.

(3) The handling of the matters prescribed in Paragraph (1) shall be
separately prescribed.

(Recognition of Credits from Cooperative Subjects)

Article 23-3 (1) Credits acquired by students from the cooperative
subjects provided for in Article 19-2 of the Standards for the
Establishment of Universities (Order of the Ministry of Education
No. 28 of 1956) shall be deemed to have been acquired by taking
courses at the University.

(2) The number of credits deemed acquired pursuant to the
preceding paragraph shall not exceed 30 credits.

(3) Matters necessary for the preceding two paragraphs shall be
separately prescribed.
(Study Abroad)

Article 24 (1) Students may, with the permission of the dean of the
school, take courses at and acquire credits from a foreign university,
without taking a leave of absence.

(2) The provisions of Article 23, Paragraphs (2) and (3) shall apply
with the necessary changes where a student studies abroad under
the provisions of the preceding paragraph.

(Credits Acquired from Other Universities during Leaves of
Absence)

Article 24-2 (1) The University may recognize credits acquired from

another university (including a foreign university) by students on a
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leave of absence as credits acquired at the University, where it is
regarded as effective from an educational standpoint.

(2) The provisions of Article 23, Paragraph (3) shall apply with the
necessary changes where credits are recognized as credits acquired
atthe University under the provision of the preceding paragraph.
(Teacher-training Programs)

Article 25 (1) The University shall offer teacher-training programs
for students who wish to be eligible to obtain a teaching license
provided for in the School Teacher's License Act (Act No. 147 of
1949).

(2) The teacher-training programs shall be separately prescribed.

Chapter IV Leaves of Absence and Returning to Study
(Leaves of Absence)

Article 26 (1) When students wish to temporarily suspend their
studies for atleast three months due to illness or other reasons, they
may take a leave of absence with the permission of the dean of the
school.

(2) Students who wish to take a leave of absence under the
provisions of the preceding paragraph must submit a leave of
absence request, attaching either a physician's certificate or a
detailed statement of reasons.

(3) In cases under Paragraph (1), the dean of the school may grant
permission through discussion by the faculty council.

(4) The dean of the school may, through discussion by the faculty
council, order a student who is found to be unfit to study due to
illness to take a leave of absence for a prescribed period.

(5) Leave of absence requests will not be accepted from students
who have not paid tuition.
(Duration of Leaves of Absence)

Article 27 (1) Aleave of absence may not exceed a continuous period
of one year; provided that a further ongoing leave of absence may
be permitted for persons with special circumstances.

(2) The total duration of leaves of absence may not exceed four
years; provided, however, that the total duration of leaves of
absence for the Department of Medicine in the School of Medicine
may not exceed six years.

(3) Periods of leaves of absence shall not be included in the
maximum number of years of enrollment.

(Returning to Study)

Article 28 A student may, with the permission of the dean of the
school, return to study during the period of a leave of absence when
the reason for the leave of absence has ceased to exist.

(2) When a student who was ordered to take a leave of absence
under the provisions of Article 26, Paragraph (4) wishes to return
to study, the student must obtain permission by submitting a
request to the dean of the school, attaching a certificate from the
University physician.

Chapter V Withdrawals and Transfers
(Withdrawals)

Article 29 (1) Students who wish to withdraw from the University
must obtain permission by submitting a withdrawal request stating
the reasons to the dean of the school.

(2) In cases under the preceding paragraph, the dean of the school
may grant permission through discussion by the faculty council.

(3) Withdrawal requests will not be accepted from students who
have not paid tuition.

(Transfers)

Article 30 (1) Students who wish to transfer to other universities
must obtain permission by submitting a transfer request stating the
reasons to the dean of the school.

(2) The provisions of Paragraph (2) of the preceding Article shall

apply with the necessary changes where a student transfers to
another school under the provisions of the preceding paragraph.

Chapter VI Graduation and Granting of Degrees
(Graduation)

Article 31 (1) The faculty council, through discussions, shall approve
the graduation of students who have been enrolled in the University
for the designated period and who have obtained the qualifications
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for graduation prescribed by the school.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, the
faculty council, through discussions and in accordance with the
rules of the relevant school, shall approve the graduation of
students who have been enrolled in the University, except for in the
Department of Medicine in the School of Medicine, for at least three
years who are regarded as having acquired the credits required for
graduation with an excellent academic record.

(Granting of Degrees)

Article 32 (1) The President shall grant a bachelor's degree to
students whose graduation has been approved under the
provisions of the preceding Article.

(2) Matters concerning degrees shall be prescribed by the Nagoya
University Degree Rules (Rule No. 104 of 2004).

Chapter VII Deregistration and Disciplinary Measures
(Deregistration)

Article 33 The President may, when a student falls under any of the
following items, deregister the student, through discussion by the
faculty council of the relevant school:

(1) Ifthe student is unable to graduate despite reaching the
designated maximum duration of enrollment;

(ii) If the student is unable to advance to the next year after
reaching the designated maximum duration of enrollment
prescribed by the school;

(iii) If it is found that there is no prospect of the student achieving
completion of study due to illness or other reasons;

(iv) If the student dies or is missing;

(v) If the student neglects their duty to pay tuition, and, after
receiving a demand for payment, still fails to make payment; and

(vi) Ifa student who has been denied an exemption or deferment of
enrollment fees, or given a partial exemption or deferment of
enrollment fees, fails to pay the enrollment fees that are payable by
the designated deadline.

(Disciplinary Measures)

Article 34 (1) The President shall deal with disciplinary measures
against students by establishing a Disciplinary Committee on each
occasion.

(2) The composition of the Disciplinary Committee shall be
separately prescribed.

(3) The University's disciplinary measures shall be deregistration,
suspension and reprimand.

(4) The suspension period shall be included in the maximum
duration of enrollment but shall not be included in the minimum
duration of studies.

Chapter VIII Application Screening Fees, Enrollment Fees, Tuition,
and Dormitory Fees
(Payment of Application Screening Fees)

Article 35 Persons who apply for admission to the University must
pay the application screening fee when they submit an application
for admission.

(Payment of Enrollment Fees)

Article 36 (1) Persons who have been admitted to the University
must pay the enrollment fees by the designated deadline.

(2) Where a person who has paid the enrollment fees under the
preceding paragraph declines an offer of admission to a school of
the University during the admissions processing period, after
undertaking the admissions procedure for that school, and
undertakes the admissions procedure for another school of the
University during the admissions processing period for that other
school, for admission to the same academic year, the person is not
required to pay the enrollment fees again.

(Exemptions and Deferments of Enrollment Fees)

Article 37 (1) Where a person who has been admitted to the
University is found to be having extreme difficulty in paying the
enrollment fees due to special circumstances, all or part of the
enrollment fees may be exempted or deferred.

(2) The deferment in the preceding paragraph may also be granted
to a person who is regarded as having an excellent academic record
for whom paying the enrollment fees is difficult due to financial
reasons.

(3) The handling of the exemptions and deferments of enrollment
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fees provided for in the preceding two paragraphs shall be
separately prescribed.
(Payment of Tuition)

Article 38 (1) The tuition for each academic year shall be divided
between the two semesters, being first semester (from April to
September) and second semester (from October to March of the
following year), and half of the annual amount shall be paid for each
semester, in May for the first semester and in November for the
second semester; provided that the tuition for the second semester
may be paid when the tuition for the first semester of the same
academic year is paid.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph,
tuition for the first semester, or for the first and second semesters of
the year of admission, may be paid when a student is admitted to a
school.

(Tuition where Student Graduates During Academic Year)

Article 39 Where a student graduates during an academic year due
to special circumstances, an amount calculated by multiplying the
amount corresponding to 1/12 of the annual tuition (hereinafter
referred to as the "Monthly Amount") by the number of months the
student shall be enrolled must be paid in the first month of the
relevant academic year.

However, if the month of graduation is in the second semester,
tuition for the enrolled period in the second semester must be paid
in the first month of the second semester.

(Tuition in the case of Student Transfers, Withdrawal or
Deregistration)

Article 40 Where a student transfers, withdraws or deregistered by
the end of the first semester, the amount of tuition to be paid shall
be an amount corresponding to half of the annual tuition.

(Tuition where a Student Has Returned to Study)

Article 41 Where a student returns to study during the first or second
semester, the student must pay an amount calculated by
multiplying the Monthly Amount by the number of months from
the month of the day of returning to study to the last month of that
academic year in the month of the day of returning to study.
(Tuition during Study Abroad and Suspension Periods)

Article 42 Students must pay tuition even during periods of study
abroad or suspension.

(Exemptions and Deferments of Tuition)

Article 43 (1) Where a student who is regarded as having an
excellent academic record has difficulty paying tuition due to
financial reasons, or a student is found to be in other special
circumstances, all or part of the student's tuition for that semester
may be exempted or deferred.

(2) The handling of the exemptions and deferments of tuition
provided for in the preceding paragraph shall be separately
prescribed.

(Payment of Dormitory Fees)

Article 43-2 Students who take up residence in a dormitory in Article
73 must pay the dormitory fees by the designated deadline.
(Exemptions of Dormitory Fees)

Article 43-3 (1) Where a student residing in a dormitory is found to
be having extreme difficulty in paying the dormitory fees due to
special circumstances, the student's dormitory fees may be
exempted.

(2) The handling of the exemption of dormitory fees provided for in
the preceding paragraph shall be separately prescribed.

(Amounts for Application Screening Fees, Enrollment Fees, Tuition,
and Dormitory Fees)

Article 44 The amounts of the application screening fees in Article 35,
the enrollment fees in Article 36, the tuition in Article 38 and the
dormitory fees in Article 43-2 shall be the amounts prescribed in
the Tokai National Higher Education and Research System Rules on
Tuition and other Fees (Rule No. 65 of 2020; hereinafter referred to
as the "Fee Rules™).

(Application Screening Fees, Enrollment Fees, Tuition, and
Dormitory Fees Already Paid)

Article 45 Application screening fees, enrollment fees, tuition, and
dormitory fees already paid shall not be refunded. However, this
shall not apply to the following application screening fees and
tuition:

(i) Application screening fee paid for the second screening process
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by a person who did not pass the first screening of application
documents, where the entrance examination prescribed in Article
13 is conducted in two screening processes;

(ii) Tuition paid for the second semester by a person who paid
tuition for the second semester at the same time as the tuition for
the first semester of that academic year and who took a leave of
absence or withdrew by the end of the first semester; and

(iii) tuition paid under the provisions of Article 38, Paragraph (2).

(2) In addition to the provisions of the proviso of the preceding
paragraph, the admission fee already paid may be returned as
separately specified.

Chapter IX Credit-transfer Students, Credited Auditors, Audit
Students Research Students, and Special Short-Term Training
Students

Section 1 Credit-transfer Students
(Credit-transfer Students)

Article 46 Where a student of another university or a foreign
university wishes to take courses at and acquire credits from the
University, the dean of the relevant school or similar body may;,
after consultation with the other university and through discussion
by the faculty council or similar body, permit the student to be
admitted to the University as a credit-transfer student.

(Time of Admission)

Article 47 Credit-transfer students shall be admitted to the University
atthe start of each semester; provided that this shall not apply
where there are special circumstances.

(Tuition)

Article 48 (1) Credit-transfer students must pay tuition, in the month
of their admission, in accordance with the number of course credits
that the student intends to take; provided that students from a
national university, those who have been accepted under an
academic exchange agreement between the University and a
foreign university (including those otherwise recognized by the
President as being equivalent to such), in respect of whom the
President has determined that tuition and other fees shall not be
collected (hereinafter referred to as "Exchange Students™), and
credit-transfer students under an inter-university credit transfer
agreement, in respect of whom the President has determined that
tuition shall not be collected, are not required to pay tuition.

(2) The handling of the non-collection of tuition and other fees
provided for in the preceding paragraph shall be separately
prescribed.

(3) There shall be no exemptions or deferments of the tuition in
Paragraph (1).

(4) Students who are admitted to the University as credit-transfer
students are not required to pay application screening fees and
enrollment fees.

(Deregistration)

Article 48-2 Where a credit-transfer student falls under any of the
following items, the dean of the school or similar body may, through
discussion by the faculty council or a similar body, deregister the
student.

(1) Ifthe student is found to be unsuitable as a credit-transfer student
of the University;

(ii) If the student is found to be unable to achieve completion of study
as a credit-transfer student due to illness or other reasons;

(iii) If the student dies or is missing; and

(iv) If the student neglects their duty to pay tuition, and, after
receiving a demand for payment, still fails to make payment,

(Other Matters)

Article 49 In addition to what is provided for in this Section, matters
concerning credit-transfer students shall be determined by schools
and similar bodies.

Section 2 Credited Auditors
(Credited Auditors)

Article 50 Where a person other than a student of the University
wishes to take and acquire credits for one or more courses, the
person may be admitted as a credited auditor, if it is regarded as
appropriate by the school or similar body.

(Time of Admission)
Article 50-2 Credited auditors shall be admitted to the University at
the start of each semester; provided that this shall not apply where
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there are special circumstances.

(Procedure for Submission of Admission Applications)

Article 50-3 Persons who apply for admission as credited auditors
must submit an application stating the courses they wish to take
and the period for which they wish to be admitted, attaching their
resume and the application screening fee, to the dean of the
relevant school or similar body, by the designated deadline.
(Enrollment Fees)

Article 50-4 (1) Persons who have been admitted to the University as
credited auditors must pay the enrollment fees by the designated
deadline.

(2) There shall be no exemptions or deferments of the enrollment
fees in the preceding paragraph.

(Tuition)

Article 50-5 (1) Credited auditors must pay tuition, in the month of
their admission, in accordance with the number of course credits
the student intends to take.

(2) There shall be no exemptions or deferments of the tuition in the
preceding paragraph.
(Deregistration)

Article 50-6 Article 48-2 shall apply with the necessary changes to
the deregistration of a credited auditor. Where this applies, the term
"credit-transfer student” in Article 48-2 shall be read as "credited
auditor."

(Non-collection of Application Screening Fees)

Article 50-7 Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 50-3, Article
50-4, Paragraph (1) and Paragraph (1) of the preceding Article, the
University may decline to collect some or all of the application
screening fees, enrollment fees and tuition for a credited auditor
whom the University accepts under an agreement entered into
between the University and a high school, an advanced vocational
school, the state, a local government or any other organization, in
accordance with the provisions of that agreement.

(Other Matters)

Article 50-8 In addition to what is provided for in this Section,
matters concerning credited auditors shall be prescribed by schools
and other bodies.

Section 3 Audit Students
(Audit Students)

Article 51 Where a person wishes to audit one or more courses of
that person's choice at a school, the person may be admitted as an
audit student, if it is regarded as appropriate by the school.

(Time of Admission)

Article 52 Audit students shall be admitted to the University at the
start of each semester, provided that this shall not apply where
there are special circumstances.

(Procedure for Submission of Admission Applications)

Article 53 Persons who apply for admission as audit students must
submit an application stating the courses they wish to audit and the
period for which they wish to be admitted, attaching their resume
and the application screening fee, to the dean of the relevant school,
by the designated deadline.

(Enrollment Fees)

Article 54 (1) Persons who have been admitted to the University as
audit students must pay the enrollment fees by the designated
deadline.

(2) There shall be no exemptions or deferments of the enrollment
fees in the preceding paragraph.

(Tuition)

Article 55 (1) Audit students must pay tuition, in the month of their
admission, in accordance with the number of course credits the
student intends to audit.

(2) There shall be no exemptions or deferments of the tuition in the
preceding paragraph.

(Deregistration)

Article 55-2 Article 48-2 shall apply with the necessary changes to
the deregistration of an audit student. Where this applies, the term
"credit-transfer student” in Article 48-2 shall be read as "audit
student”.

(Credits)

Article 56 Unless specifically provided for elsewhere, credits shall not

be recognized for audit students.

(Other Matters)
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Article 57 In addition to what is provided for in this Section, matters
concerning audit students shall be prescribed by the school.

Section 4 Research Students
(Research Students)

Article 58 Where a person wishes to conduct research on a specific
topic at the University, the person may be admitted as a research
student, if it is regarded as appropriate by the school or a similar
body.

(Time of Admission)

Article 59 Research students shall be admitted to the University at
the start of each semester; provided that this shall not apply where
there are special circumstances.

(Procedure for Submission of Admission Applications)

Article 60 Persons who apply for admission as research students
must submit an application stating their research topic and the
period for which they wish to be admitted to conduct research,
attaching their resume and the application screening fee, to the
dean of the relevant school or similar body, by the prescribed
deadline.

(Enrollment Fees)

Article 61 (1) Persons who have been admitted as research students
must pay the enrollment fees by the designated deadline.

(2) There shall be no exemptions or deferments of the enrollment
fees in the preceding paragraph.

(Tuition)

Article 62 (1) Research students must pay tuition for each of the two
semesters, being first semester (from April to September) and
second semester (from October to March of the following year), in
an amount corresponding to the period of intended enrollment
during each semester, in the first month of the enrollment period.

(2) There shall be no exemptions or deferments of the tuition in the
preceding paragraph.

(Deregistration)

Article 62-2 Article 48-2 shall apply with the necessary changes to
the deregistration of a research student. Where this applies, the
term "credit-transfer student” in Article 48-2 shall be read as
"research student.”

(Research Expenses)

Article 63 Unless specifically provided for elsewhere, a research
student's research expenses shall be borne by the research student.
(Other Matters)

Article 64 In addition to what is provided for in this Section, matters
concerning research students shall be prescribed by the school or a
similar body; provided that the capacity, eligibility, and selection
process of admissions for research students shall be prescribed
through discussions by the Education and Research Council.

Section 5 Special Short-Term Training Students
(Special Short-Term Training Students)

Article 65 Where a student of another university or a foreign
university wishes to receive instruction related to experiments,
practical training, or other matters on a special topic at the
University, the dean of the relevant school or similar body may,
after consultation with the other university and through discussion
by the faculty council or similar body, grant the student admission
to the University as a special short-term training student.

(Period of Enrollment)

Article 66 The period of enrollment for special short-term training
students shall be between one and six months. However, this shall
not apply if there are special circumstances.

(Tuition)

Article 67 (1) Special short-term training students must pay tuition,
in the month of their admission, according to the number of months
for which they plan to receive instruction related to experiments,
practical training, or other matters. However, students from a
national university, Exchange Students, or special short-term study
students under an inter-university special short-term training
student exchange agreement, and in respect of whom the President
has determined that tuition will not be collected, are not required to
pay tuition.

(2) The handling of the non-collection of tuition provided for in the
preceding paragraph shall be separately prescribed.

(3) There shall be no exemptions or deferments of the tuition in
Paragraph (1).
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(4) Students who are admitted to the University as special short-
term training students are not required to pay application screening
fees and enrollment fees.

(Deregistration)

Article 68 Article 48-2 shall apply with the necessary changes to the
deregistration of a special short-term training student. Where this
applies, the term "credit-transfer student” in Article 48-2 shall be
read as "special short-term training student."

(Other Matters)

Article 69 In addition to what is provided for in this Section, matters
concerning special short-term training students shall be prescribed
by schools and other bodies.

Section 6 Amounts for Application Screening Fees, Enrollment Fees
and Tuition

Article 70 The amounts of the application screening fees in Article
50-3, Articles 53 and 60, the enrollment fees in Article 50-4,
Paragraph (1), Article 54, Paragraph (1) and Article 61, Paragraph
(1) and the tuition in Article 48, Paragraph (1), Article 50-5,
Paragraph (1), Article 55, Paragraph (1), Article 62, Paragraph (1),
and Article 67, Paragraph (1) shall be the amounts prescribed in the
Fee Rules.

Chapter X International Students

Article 71 (1) Where a foreign national wishes to enter Japan for the
purpose of receiving education at a university and applies for
admission to the University, the University may admit the foreign
national as an international student.

(2) The submission of the written guarantee provided for in Article
14 is not required for the admission of an international student.

(3) International students may be treated as separate from the
admissions capacity for regular students.

(4) In addition to the provisions of the preceding three paragraphs,
necessary matters relating to the admission of international
students shall be separately prescribed.

Chapter XI Open Lectures

Article 72 (1) The University may offer open lectures to enrich adult
education and improve the education and culture of the local
community.

(2) The implementation of the University's open lectures and other
necessary matters shall be separately prescribed.

Chapter XII Dormitories

Article 73 (1) The University shall establish dormitories for students.

(2) Students in dormitories shall pay attention to the cultivation of
their characters in the context of disciplined communal life, in the
noble spirit of autonomy.

(3) The operation of the University's dormitories and other
necessary matters shall be separately prescribed.

Supplementary Provisions

(1) These general rules shall come into effect from April 1, 2004;
provided that the Nagoya University General Rules before the
implementation of these general rules shall apply to students who
were admitted to the University in or before the academic year
2003.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of the appended table, the total
enrollment capacity of the schools of the University shall be as
follows:

Academic Year 2004 - 8,855 persons;
Academic Year 2005 - 8,810 persons;
Academic Year 2006 - 8,775 persons.

(3) Notwithstanding the provisions of the appended table, the
enrollment capacity of the Department of Law and Political Science
in the School of Law, shall be as follows:

Academic Year 2004 - 705 persons;
Academic Year 2005 - 670 persons;
Academic Year 2006 - 645 persons.

(4) Notwithstanding the provisions of the appended table, the
enrollment capacity of School of Informatics and Sciences
(excluding the admissions capacity for third year mid-course entry)
shall be as follows:

Department of Natural Science Informatics: Academic Year 2004 -
154 persons; Academic Year 2005 - 151 persons.

Department of Social and Human Science Informatics: Academic
Year 2004 - 156 persons; Academic Year 2005 - 154 persons.

School of Informatics and Sciences totals: Academic Year 2004 -
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310 persons; Academic Year 2005 - 305 persons.

(5) Notwithstanding the provisions of the appended table, the
enrollment capacity of Department of Electrical and Electronic
Engineering, and Information Engineering in the School of
Engineering, and the total enrollment capacity of the School of
Engineering shall be as follows:

Department of Electrical and Electronic Engineering, and
Information Engineering: Academic Year 2004 - 690 persons;
Academic Year 2005 - 685 persons.

School of Engineering totals: Academic Year 2004 - 2,970 persons;
Academic Year 2005 - 2,965 persons.

Supplementary Provisions (General Rule No. 3 of February 21, 2005)

These general rules shall come into effect from February 21, 2005
and the provisions of Article 48 after revision shall apply from April
1, 2004; provided that the provisions of Article 11 after revision
shall come into effect from April 1, 2005.

Supplementary Provisions (General Rule No. 5 of March 22, 2005)
These general rules shall come into effect from April 1, 2005.

Supplementary Provisions (General Rule No. 1 of April 25, 2005)
These general rules shall come into effect from April 25,2005 and
shall apply from April 1, 2005.

Supplementary Provisions (General Rule No. 3 of October 24, 2005)
These general rules shall come into effect from December 1,2005.

Supplementary Provisions (General Rule No. 5 of November 21,
2005)

These general rules shall come into effect from November 21, 2005;
provided that Article 15, Paragraph (1), Item (vi), Article 15-2,
Paragraph (1) and Article 15-3, Paragraph (1) (excluding Item (ii))
shall come into effect from April 1, 2006.

Supplementary Provisions (General Rule No. 7 of March 13, 2006)

(1) These general rules shall come into effect from April 1, 2006.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 2 after revision, the
Department of Biological Resources and Environmental Science
and the Department of Applied Bioscience in the School of
Agricultural Sciences shall continue to exist until the day on which
the students enrolled in these departments as of March 31, 2006
are no longer enrolled in these departments.

(3) Notwithstanding the provisions of the appended table after
revision, the enrollment capacity of the School of Agricultural
Sciences shall be as follows:

35 persons; Academic Year 2007 - 70 persons; Academic Year 2008
- 105 persons.

Department of Bioresource Sciences: Academic Year 2006 - 55

persons; Academic Year 2007 - 110 persons; Academic Year 2008 -
165 persons.

Department of Applied Biosciences: Academic Year 2006 - 80
persons; Academic Year 2007 - 160 persons; Academic Year 2008 -
240 persons.

Supplementary Provisions (General Rule No. 1 of July 10, 2006)
These general rules shall come into effect from July 10, 2006.

Supplementary Provisions (General Rule No. 1 of February 26, 2007)
(1) These general rules shall come into effect from April 1, 2007.
(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of the appended table after
revision, the total enrollment capacity of the schools of the University
shall be as follows:
