Advance reservation must be made via the following website:

Lending counter PC & Information Counter in NU CO-OP North 
※Student ID card must be presented. 

Available period April and October 2024 

Lending hours From the start of 2nd period (10:30) to the end of 4th period (16:15) on CO-OP 
business days. PCs can be borrowed from 10:00 and must be returned by 17:00. 

Loan period Within the same day, during the above hours. 

Others Students may also apply to borrow university-owned PCs when their personal 
devices are unavailable (e.g. they forgot to bring them, etc.) 

PCs may only be used by the individuals who applied and received permission to 
use them. 

PCs must be returned by 17:00 on the day that they are borrowed. If you are unable 
to return the borrowed PC by 17:00, you must notify the PC & Information Counter 
in advance. 

PCs may not be taken outside of the Higashiyama Campus. They may only be 
brought to the Tsurumai and Daiko Campuses when necessary. 

The installation of software on PCs is prohibited. Additionally, individuals must 

take care to prevent computer viruses when browsing websites of unknown origin. 

In the case of malfunction, damage, loss, or theft, please notify the PC & 
Information Counter immediately.
