(Purpose)

Atticle 1 These Rules, in addition to provisions made elsewhere, shall
prescribe the tuition and other fees at the Tokai National Higher
Education and Research System ("THERS").

(Tuition, Enrollment Fee and Application Screening Fees)

Atticle 2 (1) The amounts of tuition, enrollment fees, and application
screening fees ("Screening Fees") charged by THERS for each of the
categories listed in the left-hand column of the table below shall be as
prescribed in the corresponding right-hand column.
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(2) The amounts of tuition, enrollment fees, and application screening fees
charged by THERS for students in the Japanese Language and Culture
Training Course for International Students shall be as prescribed
separately at Gifu University and as prescribed in Appended Table 4 at
THERS Central Administration and organizations for the promotion of
education and research and at Nagoya University.

(3) The amounts of tuition, enrollment fees, and application screening fees

charged by THERS for students in the Japanese Language Training

Course for International Students shall be as prescribed separately at Gifu

University and as prescribed in Appended Table 5 at THERS Central

Administration and organizations for the promotion of education and

research and at Nagoya University.

(4) Atundergraduate schools and faculties (hereinafter referred to as
“Undergraduate Schools, etc.”), where applicants are selected on the
basis of written applications (hereinafter, for the purposes of this article,
referred to as "First-Round Screening') followed by selection from
applicants successful in the First-Round Screening by means of
scholastic ability tests or other means (hereinafter, for the purposes of
this paragraph, referred to as "Second-Round Screening"), the Screening
Fees prescribed in Paragraph (1) shall, notwithstanding the provisions of
that paragraph, be 4,000 yen for the First-Round Screening and 13,000
yen for the Second-Round Screening.

(5) Where Law School applicants are selected on the basis of a First-
Round Screening followed by selection from applicants successful in the
First-Round Screening by means of essay, interview or other means
(hereinafter, for the purposes of this paragraph, referred to as "Second-
Round Screening"), the Screening Fees prescribed in Paragraph (1) shall,
notwithstanding the provisions of that paragraph, be 7,000 yen for the
First-Round Screening and 23,000 yen for the Second-Round Screening.

(6) Where students are selected for admission to a lower compulsory
education school, the Screening Fee shall be 3,300 yen.

(7) Where students are admtted to a junior high school or upper
compulsory education school by means of examination, health checkup,
or selection, the Screening Fee shall be 5,000 yen.

(8) Notwithstanding the provisions of Paragraph (1), the Screening Fees
for transfer to advancment to, or re-enrollment in the Universities'
Undergraduate Schools, etc. shall be 30,000 yen.

(Public Lecture Course Fees)
Article 3 Attendance fees for public lecture courses operated by THERS
shall be as specified in Appended Table 6. Provided however that
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attendance fees for public lecture courses at Gifu University may be
prescribed separately.

(Thesis Review Fees)

Article 4 Fees for thesis reviews conducted within THERS shall be as
specified in Appended Table 7.

(Research Fees for External Researchers)

Article 5 Research fees for researchers and similar persons sent from
external organizations and hosted by THERS shall be as specified in
Appended Table 8.

(Dormitory Fees and Collection Methods)

Article 6 (1) Dormitory fees shall be as specified in Appended Table 9.

(2) The dormitory fees for each month shall be collected monthly, from
the month in which the day of entering the dormitory falls to the month
in which the day of vacating the dormitory falls. Provided however that
fees payable for a period when the collection office is closed shall be
collected prior to the start of the period when the collection office is
closed.

(3) Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, when a
student makes an application to pay fees for a longer period, or when
that application is approved, the amount applied for or approved may be
collected in the month concermed, limited to the total dormitory fee for
that academic year.

(4) Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding two paragraphs, fees
for Kurono Dormitory shall be collected by means prescribed separately.

(Other Fees and Collection Methods)

Article 7 Other fees charged by THERS other than those prescribed in
these rules shall be prescribed after obtaining the approval of the
Chancellor.Provided however that fees specified in Gifu University
Rules on University Hospital Fees (Rule No. 102 0of2007) and in
Nagoya University Rules on University Hospital Fees (Rule No. 137 of
2004) shall be prescribed after obtaining the approval of respective
Hospital Directors.

These rules shall go into force from April 1, 2020.
