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Nagoya University Rules on Grade Evaluation and GPA System

(Rule No. 68 of December 23, 2019)

(Purpose)

Article 1 The purpose of these Rules is to provide for necessary matters regarding systems for grade
evaluation and grade point averages (the average grade for courses taken; hereinafter referred to as
“GPA”) at Nagoya University (hereinafter referred to as the “University”), and to contribute to
improving education quality through rigorous and fair grade evaluations, in accordance with the
provisions of Article 19, Paragraph (7) of the Nagoya University General Rules (General Rule No. 1
of 2004; hereinafter referred to as the “Undergraduate School General Rules”) and Article 18 of the
Nagoya University Graduate School General Rules (General Rule No. 2 of 2004; hereinafter
referred to as the “Graduate School General Rules”™).

(Grading Standards, Grade Evaluation, etc.)

Article 2 (1) The letter grades and criteria relating to grade evaluations (hereinafter referred to as
“Letter Grades” and “Grading Standards,” respectively), and grade points (the numerical value
assigned to each grade; hereinafter referred to as “GPs”), shall be as set forth in the Appendix.

(2) Except for the JD Program for Legal Practice at the Graduate School of Law, student
performance in courses shall be evaluated using the following letter grades: A+, A, B, C, C-, and F.

However, where it is difficult to apply this grade scale, the grades P and NP may be used.

(3) In the grade evaluation scale under the preceding paragraph, A+, A, B, C, C-, and P shall be
deemed a pass, and F and NP shall be deemed a fail.

(4) The letter grade T shall be used in the following cases: when granting recognition of credits
acquired at other universities, etc. as credits acquired at the University, in accordance with the

provisions of Article 21 (Recognition of Credits Acquired Before Admission), Article 23 (Taking
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Courses at Other Universities), Article 24 (Study Abroad) and Article 24-2 (Credits Acquired from
Other Universities During Leaves of Absence) of the Undergraduate School General Rules, and
Article 20-2 (Recognition of Credits Already Acquired Before Admission), Article 22 (Taking
Courses at Graduate Schools of Other Universities), Article 24 (Study Abroad) and Article 24-2
(Credits Acquired from Other Graduate Schools During Leaves of Absence) of the Graduate School
General Rules, and when granting credits for a student’s performance on a proficiency examination
as equivalent to the completion of a course at the University in accordance with the provisions of
Article 23-2 (Results of Proficiency Tests) of the Undergraduate School General Rules.

(5) In the case referred to in the preceding paragraph, the letter grades A+, A, B, C, and C- may be
used for evaluation purposes in accordance with the Nagoya University Rules on Liberal Arts and
Sciences (Rule No. 115 of 2004), Nagoya University Rules on Graduate School Common Subjects
(Rule No. 47 of 2010), undergraduate school rules, graduate school rules, and other procedures
otherwise prescribed by undergraduate schools, graduate schools, or the Institute of Liberal Arts and
Sciences.

(6) Grade evaluations at the JD Program for Legal Practice at the Graduate School of Law shall be
governed by the Nagoya University Graduate School of Law Rules (Rule No. 123 of 2004).

(7) GPs shall apply in undergraduate programs; however, they shall not apply in doctoral programs,
master’s programs, or professional degree programs.

(GPA Types, Calculations, and Calculation Methods)

Article 3 (1) There shall be two types of GPA: the GPA used as an indicator of a student’s academic
progress and performance during the semester in question(hereinafter referred to as the “Semester
GPA”), and the GPA used as an indicator of a student’s academic progress and performance during
the student’s entire enrollment at the University (hereinafter referred to as the “Cumulative GPA”).
(2) GPA shall be calculated at the end of each semester.

(3) The formulas for calculating Semester GPA and Cumulative GPA shall be as follows, and any

digits beyond the second decimal place shall be rounded to two decimal places:

(i) Formula for Semester GPA:

Semester GPA = (number of credits awarded at A+ x 4.3 + number of credits awarded at A x 4.0 +
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(4) number of credits awarded at B x 3.0 + number of credits awarded at C x 2.0 + number of
credits awarded at C- x 1.0, for the semester in question) / (number of credits awarded at A+ +
number of credits awarded at A + number of credits awarded at B + number of credits awarded at C
+ number of credits awarded at C- + number of credits awarded at F, for the semester in question)
(i1) Formula for Cumulative GPA:

Cumulative GPA = (number of credits awarded at A+ x 4.3 + number of credits awarded at A x 4.0
+ number of credits awarded at B % 3.0 + number of credits awarded at C x 2.0 + number of credits
awarded at C- x 1.0, for the student’s entire enrollment at the University) / (Number of credits
awarded at A+ + number of credits awarded at A + number of credits awarded at B + number of
credits awarded at C + number of credits awarded at C- + number of credits awarded at F, for the
student’s entire enrollment at the University)

(Courses Subject to GPA Calculation)

Article 4 (1) All courses that count toward graduation requirements shall be included in GPA
calculations.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, courses receiving a grade of P, NP,
T, or W, as prescribed in the Appendix, shall not be included in GPA calculations.

(Handling of GPA for Retaken Courses)

Article 5 (1) If a student received an F grade for a course and then retakes the course and receives a
grade of A+, A, B, C, or C-, the initial F grade shall not be included in the calculation for
Cumulative GPA.

(2) If a student received an F grade for a course and then retakes the course and receives another F,
the F grades shall not be included multiple times in the calculation for Cumulative GPA.

(3) If a student received an F grade for a course, but then receives a T for the course pursuant to the
provisions of Article 2, Paragraph (4), the F grade shall not be included in the calculation for
Cumulative GPA.

(4) If a student received credit for a course and then retakes the course and receives a grade of A+,

A, B, C, C-, or F, the retaken course grade shall not be included in GPA calculations.

(5) In the cases referred to in Paragraphs (1) through (4), the above provisions shall not necessarily
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apply to courses that students are permitted to take multiple times.

(Notification of GPA)

Article 6 At the end of each semester, GPA shall be listed on the Completed Course Confirmation
Sheet, and students shall be notified accordingly.

(Miscellaneous Provisions)

Article 7 In addition to the provisions of these Rules, other necessary matters pertaining to grade
evaluations and the GPA system shall be determined by the President after deliberation by the
Academic Affairs Subcommittee.

Supplementary Provisions

(1) These Rules shall come into effect on April 1, 2020; provided, however, that previous provisions
shall continue to apply to students who enrolled in the University in academic year 2019 or earlier,
and to students who, in academic year 2020 or later, were admitted by transfer from another
institution, readmission, or transfer into a year of study corresponding to those of students who
enrolled in the University in academic year 2019 or earlier.

(2) After these Rules come into effect, reviews shall be conducted to ensure rigorous and fair grade
evaluations, and any necessary measures shall be implemented based on the results of those

reviews.
